This week we were blessed to welcome Mr. Tschudy from Lutheran High School 

as our 

guest chapel leader. He shared a powerful and memorable message with our 

students 

centered on sin, forgiveness, and God’s grace. To help illustrate his message, a 

student 

was invited to participate in a visual demonstration using a tube of toothpaste to 

represent sin. Once the toothpaste was squeezed out, the student tried to put it 

back in, 

showing how sin leaves lasting consequences that we cannot undo on our own. 

Mr. Tschudy then pointed our attention to the hope we have in Christ through 

baptism 

and forgiveness. The student was invited to wash her hands in a bowl of water, 

symbolizing how God washes us clean from our sin. This simple but meaningful 

illustration helped students see that while we cannot undo sin on our own, God 

freely 

forgives and makes us new through His grace. As Scripture reminds us in 

Ephesians 

2:8–9, “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith, and this is not from 

yourselves, it is the gift of God, not by works, so that no one can boast.” We are 

thankful
