11:19), and He has rescued us by His grace from the
slavery of sin and death. By the proclamation of His eternal Gospel “to
those who dwell on earth, to every nation and tribe and language and
people” (Rev. 14:6), “the righteousness of God has been manifested
apart from the law” (Rom. 3:21), “that he might be just and the justifier of
the one who has faith in Jesus” (Rom. 3:26). And by hearing the Gospel
of Christ Jesus, “‘whom God put forward as a propitiation by his blood, to
be received by faith” (Rom.
